Briley, from the Mendocine County Envi
ronmenital Healeh Deparment, held a pub-

23, 2002, They told ws abour the chemicals vsed
in meth labs and the subsequent devastation 1o
the camth and groundwarer beft afrer metham-
phemine production. Toxic by-produces of a
meth [ab are left ar the cooking site or dumped
by the side of & rasd, o in a stream, ar down a
toaler or sink or a water well. For every one pound
of methampheramine produced, five pounds of
pooac waste is prodiced as well,
Methampheamine lab odor have been
described a5 smelling of chemicals, direy socks,
or cat urine, However, somie of the mof®refined
labys have no odor arall. Contace with the chemi-
cals or just breathing the fume can cause sick-
ness, permanent health problens, and even death.
Fhe Grange sudicnce was told thas
Mendocino Counry has averaged one metham-
phetamine clean-up a month, Thete were two or
three clean-ups in Anderson Valley last year. Mo
of the calls to the County (approaimarcly B0%)
are bor cleaning up the dumping of waste mare-
tlals. Toxic waste and lab equipment might be
found along the side of the rmad in plastic con-

An addirional resident depury sheriff is now assigned
tor the valley, Several drug arrests have been made,
Keith and his dog have visited the high school several
timies.

An Inter-Agency committee was established with 19
different agencies committing to help AV in this ef-
fort and meet quarnerly.

The Department of Environmental Health made an
informative presentation to the community on meth
dump sites, the dangers and the clean up procedure.
We have two outreach workers from the Youth Project
working in AV, Twelve at-risk studenis participared in
the Rural Mural project sponsored by the department
of Alcohol and Orther Drug Programs chrough Public
Health, creating a mural in downtown Boonville.
Fifteen junior high students created a mural ar the
entrance of the high school thar was funded by the
Mendocinoe Arts Council.

AQDP counselors showed AQDP videos Friday afrer-
noons in May and June,

An AQDP counselor worked weekly with the sum-
mer school students.

A recovered drug-user/drug counselor spoke to seven
different classes in May.

Counselors and speakers spoke 1o all grades 7-12 aboue
the dangers of meth use during spring, 2002,

Several curriculums are being rescarched /pilored/pur-
chased for classes discrict-wide and for parent/scudent
classes that will be offered this year.

Fifteen AV studens attended the Mendocino County
Yourh Summir at North Spur with 175 other High
School students from the county 1o set goals for their
Communiries.

Movies were shown every Friday night ar the AV Vol-
unteer firchouse through the summer.

Several granrs have been written locally to support these

A table ar the Apple Fair provided informarion on these
efforts and had sign up sheets and pledge cards,
Public Health has included Anderson Valley in a video
on communiies effectively bringing abour change thar
will be presented in a countywide forum.

The job bank through the Carcer Center is helping
youths and adults find jobs {1 Migrane Ed, 10 Ed Foun-
dation and & MPIC positions were offered summer
2002 for studenis),
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One of the concerns that came out of the second community
meeting an Meth at the Apple Hall held in November, was a desire on
the community’s part to be regularly informed on the many issues re-
garding the manufacturing, selling, and use of this drug in our valley,
Omne of these pieces of information that was deemed important was an
arrest report, published on a regular basis, to show drug-related ar-
rests in the valley, Along with those arrested, information on the pre-
siding judge, proseculer, and district sitorney  for each trial would
also be shown.

The disposition of these cases was also an important piece as
many of the community members at the lnst meeting could nof under-
stand how some of these perpetrators could be convicted and then show
up back on our streets so soon. The community wants the officials in
Ukiah and the INS to use the strongest reading of the law and apply it
to help us rid our community of this problem. The Information Flow
Action Group is responsible for this newsletter and other publications
and communications that will be coming out in the future.

We have had serious trouble irving to gather the informa-
tion that the community has asked for. The agencies involved in an
arrest, trial, and conviction do not have a common database to pull
from. This information i= a matter of public record (except for mi-
nors) but in a practical sense is very hard to compile. Ye have spent
months just getting the example that you see below and it is still in-
complete.,

We have decided to refrain from publishing the names at this
time 50 we can be sure our data will appear in a complete, accurate
and legal way.

Is eritical that all of us in Anderson Yalley let our elected
officials know that WE and our ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES need
the time, money and expertise to share information in orderto elimi-
nate the drug problem in Anderson Valley as well as surrounding
communities.
